DIVISIONS OF THE COMPANY AND PRODUCTS

The Carton Division

The Carton Division was expanding rapidly at the end of the 1950’s and by 1961 had doubled its
output. This division concentrated on the production of cigarette packet slides for Players,
chocolate box cartons for Rowntrees, such as ‘Black Magic’, and general carton work for many
leading national companies.

Later during this period it specialized
in the production of cartons for the
pharmaceutical industry as well as
cosmetic cartons. Cosmetic gift pack
cartons were produced for many
companies including Ponds, Morny,
Lentheric, Innoxa, Yardleys, Revlon
and others. In 1975 Formans
enjoyed considerable success in this
field of carton production. In 1975
Forman’s enjoyed the growth of the
toys and games industry by - T :
producing work for companies such | a8f80e2y 2F GKS Ylya OFNI2ya
as Denys Fisher Toys and Meccano.

The toys & games and cosmetic industries both required intricate designs and construction which
Forman’s Sample department was able to provide by prototype designs.
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In 1981, during Mardon’s ownership, the Carton Division was transferred to Romford in Essex.
This was brought about at the behest of Mardon Packaging International and was an
amalgamation of Hollingsworth Marshall and Forman’s Cartons. The new company became
‘Forman Marshall’, which resulted in the ending of production of cartons at Hucknall Road.
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
